1s too close and that Vattenfall has encroached
upon our rights. We have sought legal counsel

and are advised that even though there is no
doubt a resemblance, even a close one, we do not
have a legal case. Nevertheless, the board intends
to contact Vattenfall to present our case. We will
report any progress to the family meeting.

Utﬂykt till Gunnebo Slott lordagen 11 maj
=00 )]
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En grupp pa 13 medlemmar triffades i harlig
varsol utanfor Gunnebo Slott i Moélndal. En
guidad tur var bokad for oss, och en tidstypiskt
klddd guide tog emot oss i slottets killarvaning.

Vi fick en grundlig genomgang av slottet, och
mycket kunskap om bade arkitekturstilar och
levnadsbeskrivningar fran tiden, allt framfort pa
omvixlande svenska och engelska pa grund av
var tillreste amerikanska sldkting,.

Gunnebo Slott dr egentligen inget slott, utan
en stor sommarbostad, som upptordes for en
vilbestilld goteborgsk kopman John Hall mot

slutet av 1700-talet, men den ir en av de mest
vilbevarade byggnader fran den tiden, inte bara
som byggnad, utan dven i frdga om inredning
och mobler. Byggnaden och all inredning ritades
av Carl Wilhelm Carlberg, som var Goteborgs
stadsarkitekt vid den tiden. Denne var inspirerad
av nyklassicistiska stromningar 1 Europa, och ri-
tade byggnaden med Palladios italienska villor
fran 1500-talet som forebild. En park uppfordes
ocksa, samt tjanstebostdder och andra ekonomi-
byggnader. Slottet stod firdigt 1796, och nytt-
jades av familjen Hall under ca 10 ar. Efter John
Halls franfille, drvdes egendomen av sonen med
samma namn. Denne hade dock ej drvt faderns




affarssinne, utan var en vek, konstnirlig yngling.
Hans oférmaga att driva det Hallska handels-
huset, tillsammans med skiftande konjunkturer,
medforde att allt forsattes 1 konkurs 1807. John
Hall d.y. dog i armod 1830.

For slottets del innebar detta forsédljning, samt
bristande underhall under manga é&r darefter
medforde slottets gradvisa forfall. Ar 1949 kopte
Molndals Stad egendomen, och ett flertal reno-
veringar har genomforts sedan dess. Alla origi-
nalritningar till hus och inredning fanns beva-
rade, vilket innebar att Molndal s& smaningom
dven beslot uppfora byggnader som ritats av

Carlberg, men aldrig uppforts under John Halls
tid. Orangeriet dr en sadan byggnad.

Efter visningen av slottet, intog vi en gemen-
sam lunch i Slottscaféet, som dr inrymt i den f.d.
tjdnstebostaden, och som serverar rétter med in-
slag fran den egna slottstradgardens gronsakso-
dlingar. Mycket gott!

Direfter foljde promenader i park och omgiv-
ning, och dven ett och annat inkop i den lilla

slottsbutiken, innan vi skiljdes at.

Sten Arwidsson Natt och Dag, friherre Sture

[ térra numret skrev vi om Carl Gustav, som stupade
vid Poltava. Den hir gangen ska det handla om hans
yngre bror Sten. Broderna var soner till Arvid Ivars-
son och Mirta Kurck, som gifte sig 1659 och fick atta
barn. Sten, fodd 1681, var sladdbarn, han var bara
fem ar gammal nir hans dldre bror blev fanrik. Han
blev tidigt faderslos, fadern dog 1684. Han var forst
page hos Karl XI och sedan volontir vid Livgardet,
dédr hans bror redan tjdnstgjorde som lojtnant, se-
dermera kaptenldjtnant, kapten och regementskvar-
termistare. Det dr oklart hur familjens ekonomi sag
ut efter faderns dod och den stora reduktionen, men
den som har en storebror som 4r kvarterméstare gar
aldrig hungrig eller med trasig uniform, sa mycket
ar nog klart.

Nidr det stora nordiska kriget boérjade, med en
landstigning pa Sjdlland, under personligt och en-
tusiastiskt befil av Karl XII, befann sig Sten precis
dédr en ambitios ung man ville vara, alldeles bredvid
kungen som en av de férsta som vadade i land. Da
var han grenadjirsergeant, efter bara ett ar hade han
stigit fyra grader i den militdra hierarkin, till 16jt-
nant. Kapten blev han 1704. Sedan t6ljer niarvaro vid
en lang rad slag kinda fran historiebockerna, Narva,
Thorn, Holowzin, Duna och Poltava. Och befordran
till 6verste 1712, men det far nog mest betraktas som
en markering, det regemente han skulle fora fanns
inte i sinnevirlden. Daremot blev han verkligen re-
gementschef for Kalmar regemente 1716, men da
gillde det alltsa strider i Norge.

Vad gjorde da Sten under Poltavaslaget? Han hade
fatt 1 uppdrag att med 200 man gora faschiner, dvs
knippen av sly som anvindes vid befdstningsarbeten.
De 200 beskyddades av 300 man, som efter ett ryskt
utfall befann sig i ett trangt lige. Sten avbrot slyro;-
ningen och drev med "mitt ringa manskap” undan
ryssarna som drog sig tillbaka till staden och pa vi-
gen triffade pa andra regementen som hunnit sam-
la sig och nu kunde séttas in sa ryssarna led “stort
nederlag och skada”. Stens insats riackte som bekant
inte till, slaget forlorades och sa smaningom hamna-
de storre delen av de 6verlevande i rysk fangenskap.

Efter slaget foljde han med den lilla skara, med den
tebrige Karl XII, som rdddade sig over floden och
undan fangenskapen. Nir det giller Livgardet, Stens
regemente, skriver Karl XII i sitt férsta brev hem
till riksradet f6ljande “en del officerare med nagra fa
gemena finnas @nnu i behall”. Han foreslar att man

kanske kan leta bland salpetersjudare for nyrekryte-
ring, vilket visar att dven den tidens statsmin kunde
tappa all kontakt med verkligheten.

Sten dog till mer 4n att driva undan ryssar under
taltslag. Det fick han bevisa i Bender, diar kungen an-
vinde honom f6r diplomatiska uppdrag hos sultanen
och 1 Polen. Elgenstierna skriver med en underbar
vindning "och sidndes 1712 till Polen med en turk och
en tartar for att utrdtta nagra angeldgna drenden”. |
sjdlva verket hade han 1 uppdrag att rekognoscera en
mojlig vig hem. Han rapporterade att vigen inte var
framkomlig, ryssarna lurade overallt. Det kom att
droja ytterligare nagra ar tills kungen vagade sig pa
ritten genom Osteuropa, och da undvek man Polen.

Sten deltog ocksa vid beldgringen av Fredrikshald
1718, var nirvarande vid kungens dod och deltog
nir krigsbefilet delade péa krigskassan, hans andel
blev 600 daler silvermynt (ung 2,4 Mkr i dagens pen-
ningvirde). Men det dr en annan historia.

Sten stod Ulrika Eleonora nira och drog nytta av
hennes trontilltride. Han utsags till generalmajor
och kommendant pa Kalmar slott 1719 och till fri-
herre 1720. Det var i det sammanhanget han bad att
fa anvinda Sturenamnet, eftersom “min famillie dr
den endaste av alla swinska slickter, som inte har
nagot tillnamn”. Om det ska kallas en ren 16gn eller
bara en stor dverdrift kan diskuteras. Faktum ir att
pa skolden i1 Riddarhuset, malad 1625, star det Natt
och Dag. Karl XII skrev ju ocksa sa sent som 1716
under en 1jtnantsfullmakt for sliktingen Erik Er-
iksson Natt och Dag, sa nog var namnet bade kint
och 1 bruk.

Sten dog 1730, vid 49 ars alder. Pa slutet ldr han ha
varit “stundom vriden till fornuftet”. En forvirvad
egenskap, genom maénga érs vistelse 1 filt, eller arft-
lig 4r ju svart att veta, men tyvirr gick den egenska-
peniarv till hans son Sten Gabriel, kallad den "vilde”
Sturen.

In the last issue we wrote about Carl Gustav who died
at Poltava. This time it is about his younger brother,
Sten. The brothers were the sons of Arvid Ivarsson
and Mirta Kurck who were married in 1659 and had
eight children. Sten, born in 1681, was the youngest
and just five years old when his older brother became
a second lieutenant. He lost his father early, the father
died in 1684. Sten was at first page at the court of
Karl XI and later volunteer at the Life Guard, where
his brother already served as first lieutenant, later
captain lieutenant, captain and quartermaster of the
regiment. The financial situation of the family after
the death of the father and the great reduction is not
very clear, but you don’t starve or wear a tattered
uniform if" your elder brother is the quartermaster,
that is for sure.

When the Great Nordic War started with a landing
in Sjilland, Denmark, led by king Karl XII, Sten was
exactly where a young ambitious man wished to be,
that is close at the side of Karl and being one of the
first to wade ashore. At the time he was a grenadier
sergeant, but after just a year he had climbed four
steps up in the military hierarchy and was a first lie-
utenant and became a captain in 1704. Then follows
attendance at a long row of historic battles such as
Narva, Thorn, Holowzin, Duna and Poltava. He was
promoted colonel in 1712, but this must be regarded
as an honorary appointment as the regiment he was
supposed to lead did not exist in the real world.

What did Sten do at the battle of Poltava? His task
was to make so called “faschiner”, that is bundles of
shrub used for fortification purposes. He had 200 sol-
diers for the purpose. They were protected by further
300 soldiers, but they were after a Russian attack in
a critical situation. Sten aborted the collection of
brushes and forced with “my few men” the Russians
to retreat to the city and under way he joined forces
with other regiments who were recovering and could
be used so the Russians suffered “a great defeat and
losses”. However, as we know, Sten’s efforts were not
enough. The battle was lost and most survivors en-
ded up in Russian captivity.

After the battle Sten joined the small cohort who, to-
gether with the feverish Karl XII, saved themselves
across the river, thus avoiding captivity. Regarding
the Life Guard, Karl XII in his first letter home to
the “Riksradet” wrote that “some officers and a few
soldiers still remain” He suggests that one should

look for new recruits among “salpetersjudare” (that
is people producing potassium nitrate to be used in
black powder), which proves that also statesmen in
those days could lose all contact with the real world.

Sten not only had the ability to force Russians to re-
treat during a battle. He proved this in Bender, whe-
re the king used him for diplomatic missions to the
Sultan and to Poland. Elgenstierna writes in a won-
derful wording “and was sent 1712 to Poland with
one Turk and one Tartar to expedite some impor-
tant issues”. In reality his task was to reconnoiter a
possible route home. He reported that the route was
not useable as Russians were lurking everywhere. A
turther couple of years passed until the king finally
dared to ride through East Europe, avoiding Poland.

Sten also participated in the siege of Fredrikshald in
1718, was present at the death of the king, and par-
ticipated in sharing the war chest, getting 600 daler
silver. But that is another story.

Sten had a close relationship with Ulrika Eleonora
and benefitted from her ascent to the throne. He was
appointed major general and commander at Kalmar
Castle in 1719 and baron in 1720. In connection with
this he asked for permission to use the Sture name,
as “my family is the only one among noble Swedish
tamilies not having any last name”. If this is to be
called a sheer lie or just a great exaggeration can be
discussed. It is a fact, though, that the crest at the
Riddarhuset, painted in 1625, is marked Natt och
Dag. Also Karl XII signed as late as in 1716 an ap-
pointment as second lieutenant for Sten’s relative
Erik Eriksson Natt och Dag, so the name was cer-
tainly both well known and in use.

Sten died in 1730, 49 years old. At the end of his life
he was said to be “of a sometimes twisted mind”. It
is hard to know if this was an acquired quality due to
many years of war service, or if it was inherited, but
unfortunately the quality was inherited by his son,
Sten Gabriel, known as “the wild” Sture.

The baronial Sture family went extinct in 1875.



Dick DeRemee

Author, physician, traveler, debater, philosopher and poet

By pure coincidence I did learn that Dick DeRemee,
the principal member of the Natt och Dag Family,
not only is a highly qualified physician of the Mayo
Clinic in Minnesota, but also a well published author.
A quick check at amazon.com showed that at least
nine of Dick’s books are available from the site. I
have read four of them, but first here is a list of tho-
se I have not, yet, studied:

-Two books published in 1990 and 1991 deal with
medical issues related to Dick’s specialty, pulmonary
diseases.

-Two books both published in 2007 and coauthored
with Michael Maasdorp contain debates on theolo-
gical issues between a liberal Christian, Mick, and a
conservative Christian, Dick.

- The book titled “From a Solitary Room”, published
in 2008, contains a number of stories and essays, tra-
vel memories, observations and philosophical specu-
lations.

The first of Dick’s books that I did read is titled
“From boys to men”, with the subtitle “T’he Summer
of ‘54”. The book was published in 2012 and it con-
tains a detailed account of a trip to Europe that Dick
made as a medical student together with a colleague.
The trip was very similar to what the Germans call
“eine Bildungsreise”, whose main purposes are to
learn about new things overseas and to establish a
net of contacts to be used later in life. Tsar Peter
the Great of Russia did such a trip and in those days
most young European noblemen did the same. It se-
ems very fitting that the principal member of our
family did so as well.

The trip lasted four months and included visits to
Sweden, including Knapegarden, Holland, Germany,
Italy, Switzerland, Austria and France. The main
purpose, at least officially, was to study the health
care systems in various European countries, but the
trip also offered rich possibilities to do sight- seeing,
to test all kinds of local wines, enjoy the food, meet
interesting people, build a network and perhaps most
important, as the book title indicates, to grow up an
become a man. All this is described in great detail
and narrated in a very charming way.

"Once upon a Jet Plane”, published in 2018 and de-

corated with the Natt och Dag crest, describes 75
major overseas trips, starting with Dick’s Europe-
an trip in 1954. Almost every European country,
Russia included, have received one, in many cases
several visits, and so have many other, more exotic
locations, such as Japan, Korea, Hong-Kong, Egypt,
Israel and Venezuela. It all sums up to a grand total
of 1 039 travel days. The book actually contains a
lot of useful information and travel tips regarding
hotels, transportation, food, wines and sites worth a
visit. Ot special interest to us family members are of
course Dick’s memories covering all Family Reuni-
ons from 1997, including the latest one in 2017.

In the year 2003 Dick published a really deep book
titled “T'ime and the Mystery of Consciousness”. It
deals with very basic issues. I think it will suffice to
quote a few of the chapter headlines: Hysteresis of
Time and the Consciousness, or Reason and Cons-
ciousness, or The Big Bang of Time or finally The
Uncertainty of the Past. Dick discusses questions
such as: Are all creatures conscious about their own
existence? Does consciousness develop during our
life time? Are there degrees of consciousness way



above our current level? All this goes way beyond
my horizon. My ignorance regarding such philosop-
hical questions forbids me even to formulate an opi-
nion on the contents of the text, but I am sure there
are family members with a better understanding of
these issues that would find the book well worth a
careful study.

However, the book that touched me the most is “A
String of Pearls”, published in 2014. The thin volu-
me contains some 50 poems carrying this dedication:
“To Lucy: Loving, lovely wife and gentle critic”. I
am sure Dick had Lucy in mind when he wrote this
poem titled “How Could a Man?”

“How could a man forget the flower that warmed his
heart and brought him gladness?

How could he forget although it caused him sadness?

How could a man forget the Spring that thrilled him
through and through?

How could a man forget the joy?

How could I forget you?”

I had the pleasure to have Lucy on my right side
during a Family Reunion dinner, so I can begin to
understand Dick’s feelings for this wonderful girl.
